F.A. Q.’s
1. What is the weight of paper and envelopes? 

RSVP cards, note cards, and place cards are on 100 lb. cover weight. Invitations can be on either 100 lb. cover 
or 130 lb. cover weight depending on the design. Envelopes are 70 lb. text weight. All papers are FSC certified.

2. What is the price range of the invitations?

$139-$698 per 100.

3. Is there extra charge for colored ink?

No, but each additional color is $50 per ensemble.

4. Is thermography printing extra?

No. We offer flat and thermography printing at the same price.

5. What is the minimum I would have to purchase?

Items are sold in increments of 25, and that is the minimum number that can be ordered.

6. How can I order the albums?

Simply call customer service at 616-771-8392/800-444-4090 or visit our web site, www.mmiddleton.us.

7. Can I have jpegs for a web site?

Yes, we will provide jpegs for viewing only. Orders will need to go through the retailer.

8. Can I fax in my order?

Yes. Allow for two extra days for order processing.

9. What is the general processing and print time for invitations?

Once the order is proofed, print time is 3-5 days. Please allow additional days for delivery. 

10. How much is a proof?

The first e-mailed proof or faxed proof is free and $14.00 for each additional proof. The customer can receive 
unlimited free screen proofs if the order is placed online at the Personalization Studio at www.mmiddleton.us

11. What are the policies on damaged product and re-prints?
